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Context of NUAPROACH Project

�„ Northern Uganda conflict-affected region has fallen far behind in HIV 
awareness & risk reduction

�„ The HIV prevalence in the North is higher than the national average (8.2% vs. 
6.4%) (2004-05 UHSBS)

�„ In post-conflict context HIV levels can rapidly rise as mobility of IDP 
population increases: imminent risk that HIV incidence will explode  

�„ Compromised capacity of state health structures/service providers, impeding 
the availability of HIV and RH services

�„ General low capacity of local actors, resulting from the obstructed development 
of civil society capacity during the conflict. 

Why this HIV project now?

�„ Transition of programming towards more long term, sustainable, development 
initiatives--building capacity of local actors 

�„ Opportunity to replicate partnership models that have worked in other ARC 
programs, modifying to Ugandan context
